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OUTLINE FOR A PROJECT ON A SUBJECT THAT INTERESTS YOU

1. SAY WHAT YOU CHOSE AND WHY.
Choose a subject that interests you and that you want to know more about.

Write why you chose this subject, and list some things that you would like to find out about it.

(Examples of things that students have chosen in the past are:  fashion,  cars,  planes, love,  food,  cooking,  football,  Beyonce,  television,  the movies,  Hollywood,  an interesting country or place.)

2. THE BEGINNINGS.
Tell about when it started. What happened? You can explain when, where, who. You say how it started and why it started. Were there conflicts or problems? Were there good things or wonderful things?  Give examples of how it was in the beginning.

What did people think about it in the beginning? Were there different opinions about it? If yes, what were the different opinions?

3. STAGES OF DEVELOPMENT
How did it develop up to today? Tell about important or interesting stages or events, or facts in its development. 

Explain why they were important or significant.  Tell about conflicts, difficulties or successes.

Also tell about people who were important in these stages or events. Who were they, what did they do, why?

4. TODAY
Tell about the subject today. What is important or interesting about it? Give examples. How do people feel about it? Are there different opinions about it – if so, what are they and why?

Are there issues  (סוגיות) connected to the subject – for example , if you chose  Photography as a subject, one issue  today is ': 'Which is better, digital photography  or traditional photography on film?'
5. YOU
Give your advice or ideas or suggestions or opinions connected to this subject.
6. REFLECTION
At the end you write what you think about the project.

· Say what new things you learned or understood.

· List some important new words you learned.

· Do you think doing a project is a good thing to do? Why, or why not?

· What advice would you give to someone who needs to do a project in English?

7. SOURCES
List where you found your information for the project:

· If you got some information from a book, give 

1. the name of the book, 

2. the name of the person who wrote it, 

3. the name of the publisher (מוציא לאור)

4. the year it was written

· If you got information from a magazine, give

1. the name of the magazine 

2. the date of the magazine

3. the name of the article in the magazine

4. the name of the person who wrote it

· If you got  information from the Internet, give

1. the name of every site you used

2. the Internet address of every page you used

If you could interview somebody important connected to this subject, who would you choose to interview? 

Write the questions you would ask.

     Find out what people think or say about this subject.
    Write a questionnaire then interview different people and get their answers.
    Give their answers and summarise (סכם) the different answers in a report.
