Dear Student,

As part of the oral bagrut, a tester will come and talk to you in English.

For E, this is worth 20% of the mark. (It always makes your mark better, because it is easier to talk than to write.)
The tester will 

(1) talk to you about yourself, your life and your opinions. 

(2) Talk to you about your project. You give him the project to look at and he asks you questions about it. He, or she, asks two kinds of questions:

(a) – questions about the content of the project
(b) – questions about how you did it, how you liked doing it and your opinion of doing projects.

Two students can do a project together.

Our project will be to write a magazine.

Choose a subject that interests you. ( For example  cars, sport, movies, fashion, celebrities …)

Go to a shop that sells magazines and look at a magazine like this in Hebrew. See the different kinds of things they have in the magazine. ( letters, interviews, news, articles ..)

Decide on ten things you want to put in your magazine, so that you will have about 20 pages.

Write some each week, and bring them to show the teacher. 

IT IS IMPORTANT TO WRITE IN YOUR OWN WORDS.  IF YOU JUST TAKE OFF THE INTERNET THE TESTER WILL SEE THAT YOU DID NOT WRITE IT.

Your teacher will also give you a mark for the project, so you will have a school mark (or 'magen' ) for the project too, just like for the written bagrut.

EACH PROJECT SHOULD HAVE:
· a cover and title page

· an introduction saying why you chose this topic for your magazine 

· an index, 

· at least ten different features (look at the list below.)

· a list of the assignments and tasks carried out by each member of the group

· a list of all sources of information (include at least 3 in English)



· reflection at the end, saying how you did it and your opinion of projects.
